At IC Catholic Prepstudent schedulegre builtto meet the needs of all students. Due to the complexity of scheduling
courses, students and parents are advised that confiégt prohibit students from enrolling in a specific course. Conflicts
may include but are not limited to, limited sections of a course, limitations on facilities, teacher availability, k@gistrati
priorities, and the need to ensure that graduation mgeints are met. Therefore, students must choose alternate elective
courses when registering and indicate their alternate choices in the appropriate section of the course selectionréorm. If t
is a scheduling conflict and alternate elective choices bmisised, the School Counselor or the Assistant Principal of
Curriculum will meet with the student to advise the student of available options.

IC Catholic Prep does notconsider extracurricular activities, athletics or employment when building the master
schedule Therefore, we cannot guaranteghat individual schedulesanbe designed to acammodatea specificclass
or period, the need forlate arrival or early dismissal.

SCHEDULE CHANGES

Students will receive their final scheduleisthe mandatorgtudentorientation day at the beginning of the school year.
Because students have a number of opportunities to review their course selections during the registration process and
to the start of a new academic yesshedule changes will only be granted foacademicreasons.

Changes in schedules may be requested prior to the first day of the beginning of each aathastesubject to a fee once
schedules have been finaliz&d$35.00 fee will be applied for all schedule changes. For AP courses, 86166 will

be applied. Each change in schedule will be examined individually and must be made within the first ten school days
each semesteAfter the first ten days of the semester, changes to a student schedule will only be permitted with approy
of the Assistant Principal of Curriculum under extenuating circumstances.

At IC Catholic Prep, students enrolled in an AP course are required to take the AP examinatiat tigeznd of the
academic school year. AP examinationsfeaist be paid prior to taking the exaAP courses are designed to prepare
students to successfully complete the corresponding College Board AP Examination so that the students may earn co
cradit. Therefore, AP classes require higher levels of reading, writing, and critical thought. Students must be abla to perf
at an accelerated pace to accommodate the advanced content of thelo@dd#ion, students are responsible for meeting
thedeadlines of all summer assignments given by the AP instructor.

Students mayot take an AP exaifithe AP coursés offered at IC Catholic Prep without enrollment in that course.

Students may take an AP exam for a course not offered as part of IC curriculum with approval from the Assistant Princi
of Curriculum. Students will be expected to prepare for the exam independently.

A student enrolling in an AP course must meet all grequisites for the AP course and complete the AP Enrollment
Agreement Form (Appendix A), with the appropriate signatures prior to registration .
